Annie gives devotion on “Glory & Presence of the Lord” Exodus 40:34-38 

BAPEC delays the move for 3 months. It has been beneficial to both sides. This is God’s perfect timing.

· BAPEC is moving on.

· It is also new chapter for Gilead. We must move on.

Verse 38: “In the sight of all the house of Israel during all their travels”

· The cloud and fire travelled with them for 40 years.

· God never leaves them alone.

The key to the Tabernacle is Christ (Exodus 25-27)

· The tabernacle is a symbol of God’s dwelling place. 

· It is a symbol, picture and prophecy of the man in whom God should become incarnate.

· Tent of meeting – God meeting man; through Jesus Christ, God meets man.

· It is a symbol of body of Christ – the church, communion with God

Following God in the desert takes faith, obedience, hard work:

· Exodus 13:21-22 – they travel day and night, constant travel. The cloud shades the travelers from the sun; the night is cooler to travel. This is hard work and dangerous. This is how God wants us to do.

· The promise is God’s presence that He will not leave us.

· Deut 1:33 “… to search you out a place…”

1. He went in the way before you

2. He find a place for you – a provision and providence

3. God is preparing a greater place so Gilead can grow their ministries.

4. Recall the last time we used the BAPEC hall was over 10 years.

5. Now we reclaim this place – what is God’s leading us?

· Nehemiah 9:12

1. Pillar of cloud and fire – clear & visual indicators

2. On the way – illuminating the path to go

3. Like the landing strip of airport

· Exodus 14:24

1. During the last watch of the night …

2. Exact timing of BAPEC moving on & Gilead moving on.

· Numbers 14:14

1. “They will tell the inhabitants of this land”

2. They – the Egyptians (verse 13) 

3. Inhabitants – the Canaanites

4. Therefore the Egyptians also observe the clouds and fire. This is a 3rd party testimony. 

5. Other people will testify the events.

· Nehemiah 9:19

1. Summary verse – God’s compassion did not cease. Unfailing presence of God shines on our ways.

Devotion by Richard - Ps. 33:10 

God promises us that He will instruct us and teach us in the way we should go; He will counsel us and watch over us.  Therefore, when we face trials, do not trust in your own human instinct but look to God for help.

Apr 29, 2011

Pastor Moy gives devotion on Isaiah 38 “Glory & Presence of the Lord” Exodus 40:34-38 

· Profound but simple question: What do you live for? Survey by Yahoo varies from party, fun, some noble answers are success, services to others.

· As Christians, what do we live for? I live to praise God. It is the most worthy answer.

· Charles Spurgeon “God is praised with the voice.” Tozar: “Without worship, we will be miserable.” We should echo the same voice.

· When things are good, it is easier to praise God. When things don’t go as well, we are less inclined to praise God.

· King Hezekiah become mortally ill, closed to death. This is devastating news, not easy to praise God.

· Verse 2. He prayed, he wept miserably. Observed that he did not praise God, when things don’t go easily.

· Verse 4 God told Isaiah that “God will add 15 years of life.” He brought a sign (verse 7). God still answered Hezekiah’s prayer even if he did not praise God. This is testimony of God’s grace and mercy, and overlooking our shortcomings.

· As Christians, we want to praise God.

· Verse 10, 3 perspectives. He complains to God, instead of praising God.  “deprived of my years”, verse 12 & 13 – complaining instead of praising. 

· 2nd perspective, he pleaded with God. Verse 14 – come to my aid.

· 3rd perspective. Finally he understood God’s plan is to praise Him. Verse 15, 16, 18

· Especially Verse 19, finally Hezekiah learnt our purpose for living is “to praise God”. I Peter 2:9
