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Last month when Annie’s mother went home to be

with the Lord, I was reminded of my mother. My mother also went home to the

Lord in April, but it was in 2000. God blessed Annie’s mother with 101 years and

my mother with 93 years! May we praise the Lord for all the years of life that

God gives to all mothers!

As we observe Mother’s Day in Sunday, May 8, I trust that we would be
thankful for all that a mother is and all that she does. Proverbs 31 is often
labeled as a description of a wife of noble character. However, I would
like to have it re-labeled as a description of a wife and mother of noble
character, because she both in Proverbs 31.

What makes a wife and mother to be of noble character? After all, her
nobility is “...worth far more than rubies (Prov. 31:10).”

First, she is a blessing to her husband. As a matter of fact, her husband
“...has full confidence in her and lacks nothing of value (Prov. 31:11).”
The reason is because, “She brings him good, not harm, all the days of
her life (Prov. 31:11).” These days, there’s so much temptation to
bring harm; it doesn’t take much to set someone off. The wife and
mother of noble character choose to bring him good, not harm not
matter the temptation or occasion.

Second, she is a blessing in doing her duties well. There’s no way
one can avoid duties in the family, and the wife and mother of noble
character is successful in all of them. She, according to Prov. 31:12-
24:
Buys and makes her materials
Buys food for her family and workers
Buys land to grow food
Trades successfully/works into the night
Makes clothes/furnishings for the family and the poor, as well
as to sell

In these times, we might not be doing exactly what is recorded in
Prov. 31, but there are comparable duties. May wives and mothers strive
to do all of them well! There will be days when we are overwhelmed by all that
we have to do or the monotony of doing them over and over again. In those



times, trust the God will provide you the wisdom and strength to get through
them one duty at a time and one day at a time.

Third, she is a blessing because of God’s work in her. I believe that this
is the real secret of why a wife and mother are of noble character. When
God works in a person, the person becomes a blessing. God provided
the wife and mother of noble character with the following (Prov. 31:25-
30):

Strength and dignity

Wisdom and faithful instruction

Watchfulness and no idleness

Encouragement from her children and husband
Fear of the Lord

It is true, one needs the right character to be of noble character, and God alone
is ready to provide it. The wife and motheris of noble character sought it,
and that is why she is blessing. On the other hand, when we do not
seek God’s character, Satan will be ready to fill the void with his
destructiveness. Satan can destroy a family and marriage!

Fourth, she is blessed. Prov. 31:31 says, “Honor her for all that her hands
have done, and let her works bring her praise at the city gate.” Indeed, a wife
and motheris of noble character is blessed. No one is perfect. Neither
wife nor mother is perfect. Proverbs 31 provides a glimpse of what is
takes to be a wife and mother of noble character. On this Mother’s Day,
honor your wife and mother just as she is. On the other hand, may
wives and mothers strive to be of noble character so that we may be a
blessing!
