When | think of Christmas, | am reminded of the historical account |

in Luke 2:4-7.

First, Christmas is about God’s fulfillment of his own promises. God promised that a ruler
will come from a very specific, small town according to Micah 5:2, “But you,
Bethlehem Ephrathah, though you are small among the clans of Judah, out of you
will come for me one who will be ruler over Israel, whose origins are from of old,
from ancient times.” This was fulfilled within the above historical account: ‘So
Joseph also went up from the town of Nazareth in Galilee to Judea, to

Bethlehem the town of David, because he belonged to the house and line of David.’
Therefore, as we live life, we can trust God because he is faithful and true.

Second, Christmas is about Joseph and Mary’'s obedience to government decrees. Caesar
Augustus issued a decree that a census should be taken of the entire Roman world. The
historical account tells us, “He went there to register with Mary, who was pledged to be
married to him and was expecting a child.” We praise the Lord that the parents of
Jesus set an example for us to obey government decrees wherever we journey and
live.

Third, Christmas is about making room for Jesus. The historical account tells us,
“While they were there, the time came for the baby to be born, and she gave birth
to her firstborn, a son. She wrapped him in cloths and placed him in a manger,
because there was no guest room available for them.” Jesus was born in a barn
and his first hours of life were spent in a container that animals use to eat their
food because there no other rooms available in Bethlehem. We live in times where
our celebration of Christmas consume so much of our time, energies, and activities
that we have no room for Jesus. Make room for Jesus this Christmas!
